God is both just and
merciful in his dealings with humans.
e @Gen. 1:26, 27 ** - OT citation that God exists as more than one Person.

e Col. 2:9* - Jesus is both fully God and fully human.
e Phil. 2:6,7* - Jesus laid aside the USE of certain divine attributes at the incarnation.
e Heb. 1:8-10** - Jesus (“the Son”) is YHWH.

Rev. 12:11* - Christians overcome Satan's accusations through grace, his deception through
the Word, and his persecution through radical commitment to Christ.

1 Pet. 5:8* - Be on the alert for Satan's attacks!
Deut. 18:9-12** - God forbids all occultic practices.
1 Jn. 4:4* - Christians need not be afraid of demons because of Christ’s greater authority.
