* You can take a final exam for this module or wait until you complete the second module to take a
cumulative exam covering modules 1 and 2.

» If you are not going to take Christian Ministry Unit 3 module 2 immediately after this course, you
should take the exam for this module. You must take the exam at the Study Center within two
weeks of the fifth class session or earlier. After two weeks, if we have not received your exam
at the Study Center and you have not contacted us, you will fail the course.
